A foundation is the beginning of a thing. It is the structure that provides support which will hold everything together. The foundation must be solid in order to support that which is built on it. A foundation is also something that acts in support of an idea, the point from which something starts; it is the basic method or system which makes something work. Here in the kingdom of God it is an established principle that everything operates by and through love. God Himself is love (1 John 4:8); it is not just what He does, but who He is, and  our salvation is built on the love that He had for us when “He gave His only begotten Son that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life” (John 3:16). He loved us enough even when we were sinners (Romans 5:8) to provide a way for us to be reconciled back to Him after we inherited our sin nature due to Adam’s transgression in the Garden. Romans 5:8 Amplified explains that “God shows and clearly proves His [own] love for us by the fact that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.” The salvation that we live under today is built on a foundation of love without any regard for what we could do, or have done, but solely on the love He has for us. This is a love that is defined in its’ original Greek meaning as “agape” love; that is a supremely self-sacrificing love. It conveys the idea of a deep compassion that is given through the supreme self-sacrificial actions of Christ on the cross in association with the mercy and kindness of God. Therefore, we are to move forward in our Christian walk of faith and cultivate the fruit of love in our life so that we operate according to the same principle that was established through this act of love shown towards us to provide and secure our salvation. We are to build our house on this foundation of love if we want the principles of the kingdom to be operative, and effective in our life. 

Let’s look at the wise man in Matthew 7:24 who the bible says built his house on the solid foundation of Love. It says “whosoever heareth these sayings of Mine (Jesus is speaking), and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise man, which built his house on a rock.” The Amplified called it “the rock.” Now we need to identify the rock. Look at 1 Corinthians 10:4, it reads “and that rock was Christ.” David says of God in Psalm 18:1 Amplified “the Lord is my Rock”, and again in verse 31Amplified “for who is God except the Lord? Or who is the Rock save God.” Jesus announces in John 10:30 “I and my Father are one”, and 1 John 4:16 confirms 1 John 4:8 which says that “God is Love.” I submit to you that this was a wise man that gave heed to the words of Jesus and lived his life according to them, and built his house on this solid foundation of Love. Our text says that no other foundation can a man lay other than the foundation that has been laid, and that is the foundation of Love. Matthew 7:25 continues to say that because he built his house on this foundation of love it was solid and when trials and tribulations came and beat on his house it remained standing because of its’ solid foundation. His house was supported by a solid foundation of love which could withstand everything coming against it. This is the position of every believer if we will build on this same agape love that has been shed aboard in our hearts (Romans 5:5), and provides us with the same ability to love just as God does. This Love is solid and is the key to the operation of all the principles of the kingdom. If you build your house on anything other than love, then you are laboring in vain. Psalm 127:1 tells us that “except the Lord (Love) build the house, they labor in vain that build it.” Nothing works in the kingdom of God if the foundation is not built on Love. Love is the foundational principle for operation in the kingdom of God and must be cultivated in the life of the believer in order to have lasting results according to the Word of God. Building your house on any other foundation besides Love will be a house that won’t withstand the rain and the floods of life. Matthew 7:27 says that this house will fall, and that the fall was great. When we operate in this love and build our foundation on it we can be assured that that structure of life that we build on this foundation will stand. Love is the rod that the curtains hang on, and without it they have nothing to hang from. So is a house that is not built on Love; it does not have that solid foundation that it needs to withstand the storms of life and remain standing. Let everything you do be based on Love, and you will have a solid foundation that will support all that you build on it.
