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                                                    Ignite The Power- Part 2                                
                     “I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me”

In our text the word “strengtheneth” is the Greek word “endynamos”, which means to empower, or to increase in strength, and make strong. It derives from the Greek word “dunamis”, which means a force, specifically miraculous power. Combined we have an explosive type of power that lies within us and we can set this explosive power off by speaking the Word of God, which is our detonator. This explosive power is the Holy Spirit, and it is just like a stick of dynamite, that requires the Word of God spoken to ignite it and cause it to explode.
This is a continuation of our discussion of igniting this power that we possess within us after we accept Jesus as our Lord and Savior. This power is the Holy Spirit that comes to live within us as a result of our acceptance of Christ. The bible then instructs us to “grow in the grace and the knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ” (2 Peter 3:18), and we know that God always has a purpose for all that He instructs us to do in His Word. We as Christians do possess the power of God within, but if we don’t know how to ignite this power it is useless in our life. So why should we grow in the knowledge of God? In Hosea 6:6 God said, “for I desire mercy, and not sacrifice; and the knowledge of God more than burnt offerings.” The bible says in Mark 11:23 that to move the mountain you must speak to it, and that is with the Word of God. So if you are not knowledgeable of the Word, you can’t speak it, thus you have no power to move the mountain. To sum that up: if you are not knowledgeable of or acquainted with the Word you can’t speak the Word to ignite that power that you have within you. The power is within you, but it must be ignited by the Word for it to have the desired or intended effect. This is the reason God instructed us to grow in the knowledge of Him. You must speak the Word to operate in that power that you have within you because Psalm 138:3 tells us that God Himself magnified His Word above His name. We then will operate in this power that we possess within by speaking the Word of God to turn on or ignite this power. It’s through speaking the Word that we cause this explosive power to ignite and assist us in our time of trouble. We must increase in the knowledge of God and hide this Word in our heart so that in a time of test or trial we can ignite this power and walk right through it. You don’t sit in the midst of trouble and not open your mouth and speak the Word which will turn on this power. Although you have this power within you, if you don’t ignite it with the Word you will be devoured. That’s why 1 Peter says that the devil “walketh about seeking whom he may devour”, because he can’t affect a Christian who will use his detonator, the Word, and ignite the power that they possess within to withstand all his attacks. The bible even tells us in Psalm 103:20 that the angels “that excel in strength, that do His commandments, hearkening unto the voice of the Word.” You must speak the Word to even put your angels to work for you. They will only hearken to the voice, the speaking, of the Word. Remember the centurion in Matthew 8:5-13 told Jesus you don’t have to come to my house just speak the Word of healing and healing power was ignited and his servant was healed. We speak the Word and ignite our power and as our text says we can do all things through Christ who gave us the power within “to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power (ability) of the enemy, and nothing by any means can hurt you” (Luke 10:19). He gave us His Holy Spirit within, and His Word to speak and ignite this power which enables us to be VICTORIOUS in any and everything in life. All we have to do is speak the Word and ignite this power we have within.

Again our hearts go out to you as we share with you that yes indeed we Christians have the power within us to overcome anything we are faced with in life. But the sad truth is that so many Christians have settled for a powerless life. We won’t invest the time to become acquainted with God and His Word, and therefore can’t utilize the very power that God gave us so that we can be overcomers. If you don’t set off the dynamite then you will never benefit from what it has the potential to do. So it is with the power we possess within. That’s why it is so important for us to spend time reading the Word, meditating on it, and praying it. We need to be acquainted with God and His Word in order to operate in the power that we already possess within. As you grow in the grace and knowledge of the Almighty God and learn His Word, you then have the fuse necessary to IGNITE THE POWER and you then will walk in VICTORY!
