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                                                    Kingdom Purpose
“And we know that all things work together for good to them who love God, to

them who are the called according to His purpose”            Romans 8:28

This scripture has always been a motivator for me in any situation that I have faced in life. It has long comforted me through some rough spots in my life, and gave me peace of heart to know that since I am a child of God, it does not matter what comes across my path, it will always work for my good in the end. It strengthened me when the weight of life comes barreling down on me and I began to feel faint. Many times I found myself in circumstances that were puzzling to me, but the Holy Spirit would minister to me through this verse of scripture to let me know that the problem will work together for good in the eternal plan for my life if I just hold on, and trust God to see me through. Now God has revealed to me through this same scripture that the purpose in it all is for the kingdom. While I was only seeing it as deliverance through hard times, God has taken me to a much greater revelation of all things working together in our life to fulfill His kingdom purpose. God wants to take those of us who seek to do His will to another level of revelation and understanding of His eternal plan for our lives. He says in Ephesians 2:10 that “we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works”, “according to the eternal purpose which He purposed in Christ Jesus our Lord” (Ephesians 3:11). Everything that is going on in God’s plan is related to the kingdom. Sometimes it is hard to understand why things happen as they do, but we must understand that God is in complete control, and absolutely nothing happens, whether good or bad, that God is not aware of. Although Job did not understand the attack on his life, God was aware of it (Job 1:6-2:7). That is why we can conclude that nothing happens to a child of God apart from His will. It is either His direct will; that which He wills to happen, or His permissive will; that which He permits to happen. Nothing is accidental in the life of a believer; it is either ordered by God or permitted by Him to fulfill kingdom purpose. So whatever God permits to come to me will be for my good by the time it reaches me.

Look at all the persecution that Jesus experienced from the Pharisees during His time here on earth. We have long looked at this and just simply stated that these religious leaders just wanted to protect their positions in the church, but it is much more profound than that. Everything that the Pharisees did in opposition to Jesus was for a kingdom purpose. If you go back to the Old Testament Levitical priesthood you will see that the sacrificial lamb that was offered for the people’s sins could only be offered by a priest. God used them to offer up Jesus, “the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world” (John 1:29), as the perfect sacrifice to be a ransom for the world (Matthew 20:28) so that His eternal purpose could be fulfilled. This He had established as law, that is, the high priest had to offer this last perfect sacrifice to God. They did without understanding (1 Corinthians 2:8) that what they were doing was for the purpose of the kingdom. Jesus’ death and resurrection provided salvation for all, it was the gateway to restore mankind to God, and it came through what looked like an evil deed by the Pharisees, but was actually used to fulfill kingdom purpose in the end. The Apostle Paul’s life of suffering and persecution was also for kingdom purpose. We have the luxury of the exhortations and encouragements from his writings of the suffering that he endured for the sake of the kingdom (Acts 9:15, 16). Paul, after his conversion, went from persecution to persecution, from trial to trial. He suffered for the name of Christ, and yet it had a kingdom purpose. God used his life to leave us with two thirds of the New Testament writings that we are so blessed by today. Joseph was mistreated by his own brothers, yet it too had kingdom purpose. Genesis 50:20 tells us Joseph told his brothers “you thought evil against me; but God meant it unto good, to bring to pass, as it is this day, to save much people alive.” All the things that Joseph had to suffer, just like Paul and Jesus, worked together for the purpose of the kingdom.

Today I want you to know that your life and all that you must deal with daily has a kingdom purpose. Understand that you did not choose God, but He chose you (John 15:16) with a kingdom purpose in mind. Don’t shy away from the trouble that seems to keep coming your way as you seek Him with your whole heart, but welcome it knowing that it is for the purpose of the kingdom, and please understand God never puts more on you than you can bear. Every hardship that you experience in life has a place in the Lord’s plan. People in your life will also be used as sandpaper to help smooth out the rough edges if you hold on to God’s plan and walk in love even when being mistreated and you find yourself in unlovable situations. These people will sharpen and refine you for the kingdom purpose in which God called you. This life of faith is much more than you just walking around saying that you are a Christian. There is a reason that you keep seeking God, and praying, and meditating on His Word. You are searching for answers, and if you keep coming to God, He will begin to manifest Himself to you, and the purpose for life will be revealed to you right in the midst of the test, trials, and tribulations you may have to face. It is no accident or mistake; you have a calling from God, and it has a Kingdom Purpose.
