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                                            Delivered Through Healing    
“He sent His Word, and healed them and delivered them from their destructions”

We are three-part beings according to 1 Thessalonians 5:23. Then, in Hebrews 4:12 it says that the Word is “piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit…”. First Corinthians 6:20 tells us to “glorify God in your body and in your spirit…” There are many who would like to suggest that soul and spirit are the same: but as we see in the Word there is a distinct difference. When man is born again, that is, open his heart and receives Jesus, his spirit is reborn and becomes perfect. The body will continue to do as it is told, but the soul needs to be changed in order for man to operate in this life as God desires. Let’s heal the soul, and by so doing, deliver the man from his destructive path.
Job 14:1 says, “man that is born of a woman is of a few days and full of trouble.” In Psalm 51:5 David explained that “behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me.” Due to the fall of man in the Garden of Eden we are born with a sin nature that needs to be changed so that we can live life as God intended. We are born with a sin sick soul that needs to be healed. Ephesians 2:1-3 explains; “and you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins; wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of the flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others.” In our soul is where our reasoning takes place. This is our thinker, our feeler, our processing center. The entire decision-making process is done here. This sin sick soul has to be healed before man can be delivered from his corrupt thinking that produces destructive behavior. The Hebrew word for “healed” in our text is “rapa” which means to cure, or mend. If we mend (change our way of thinking) our mind, this in turn will change our behavior. This sin sick soul produces wrong thinking, which makes bad decisions, that causes wrong actions, and leads to bad character, which keeps us on a destructive path. This darkness that the soul operates in must be cured to free the man from this corruption. It all started with the thinking, and if you don’t change the way a man thinks then he won’t change anything in his life. Three John 2 says “it’s God prayer that you prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth.” The only way to prosper in life and be delivered from this destructive behavior is by healing the soul. In our nature we are blinded by the darkness of this world, and must change the soul to prosper in every area of our life.
How do we change our corrupt way of thinking and free ourselves from this destructive behavior? God knew and provided us a way to be delivered from the corruption in our life. Romans 12:2 tells us “and be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect will of God.” The answer is to change the way you think. Your soul needs to be healed of all the corrupt thoughts and the actions produced by it. The soul has to be retrained in the Word of God. This is accomplished through consistent and diligent bible study, meditation of what you study, and prayer. It requires us to spend time daily in fellowship with God in His Word. By this we are retraining this processing center to be conformed to God, His will, and His Word. The soul has to be reprogrammed from that old way of thinking and “receive with meekness the engrafted Word, which is able to save your souls.” The bible reminds us in Romans 6:17 “that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you.” As you begin to spend quality time in God’s Word your mind begins to see God’s way of thinking and how we are to operate in life. We see and understand these truths and our thinking begins to change and line up with what God says. How can a man be delivered from fornication unless he changes his thinking about it? When he changes how he thinks then he changes his decisions which have a direct impact on his actions, which will produce godly character, and this rids him of his destructive living. To be delivered from those destructive behaviors requires that the soul be healed first. Once the soul is healed of that old corrupt way of thinking we will start to see deliverance in all areas of our life. So to see a man delivered from his destructions, you must first mend his soul of it’s sickness by the Word of God. As our text says, God sent His Word for this purpose.  Hear what God said in Isaiah 55:11; “so shall my Word be that goeth forth out of My mouth: it shall not return to Me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.” We conclude that God sent His Word to heal our sin sick souls and deliver man from his destructions, and this allows us to live in VICTORY.
