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                                                    Ignite The Power                                       
“And what is the exceeding greatness of His power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of His mighty power”                Ephesians 1:19
Dynamite in its original use is an explosive that was used in warfare, but today its most peaceful use is in mining and construction. Dynamite is a powerful explosive, and, in its use, it changes or rearranges things. However, it requires a detonator to set off its charge and have the effect for which it was intended. This week we would like to not only inform you of  this same explosive power that each born again Christian has inside of them, but also give you the detonator required to set off that power so that it can change and rearrange things in your life.
When a person is born-again, that is, accepts Jesus as Lord and Savior, the Holy Spirit immediately takes up residence in that individual. First Corinthians 6:19 ask the question, “What! Know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost, which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?” At that very moment in which you accept Jesus into your heart the Holy Spirit comes to live in you, and right then you possess that same miraculous power which God exerted when He raised Jesus from the dead (Philippians 3:10). We as born-again believers have within us the very essence of God; that same power that created this world, that healed the sick and raised the dead, which parted the Red Sea, feed five thousand, and brought water from a rock. Jesus told His disciples in Acts 1:8 after His resurrection, “but you shall receive power after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you.” This word “power” used here and in Philippians 3:10 is the Greek word “dunamis” which means force and is where we get the word dynamite. This power that we receive is a force and it is deposited inside us as we receive Jesus in our life. Jesus said in John 14:27 that “the Spirit of truth…. shall be in you.” We have this power, this force inside us and we must know how to set it off to make it work in our life and change our situations.
Now that it is clear that every born-again person possesses this power within, let’s see why some don’t operate in the very power that they possess. I’m reminded of a story told of a church that closed its doors during a winter storm and placed a sign outside that said, “closed due to lack of power.” This is the life of a Christian who lives his life without activating the power that he possesses inside him. He is a Christian described by Paul in 2 Timothy 3:5 as “having a form of godliness, but denying the power (dunamis) thereof.” Just as dynamite must have a detonator to set it off to perform that in which it is capable, so is a Christian who possesses the power of God within. What then detonates this power that we possess within us? The answer is the Word of God. For a Christian to be successful in this life, he must activate and walk in this power of God, which is ignited by the Word of God. A stick of dynamite is only a stick of dynamite if you never set it off, but if ignited it has the power to change, and rearrange things. So is a Christian who walks around with this power which has the ability to rearrange and change things but does not have the detonator to ignite it; he is a Christian not operating at his full potential. Mark 11:23 says “that whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith.” Jesus is telling us that we have the power within us to speak to our mountains and they will move; but we must ignite the power to move them by using the Word as our detonator. What is a detonator? It is a thing that is used to make something explode. The dynamite needs to have its caps set to have an explosion, and the Holy Ghost within you is ignited as you speak the Word in faith. The power is there within you and when activated by the Word it causes an explosion. You have dynamite within you, but if you do not have a detonator you cannot set it off and change your situation or circumstances in your life. It is just like having a gun with no bullets. God has given us the power within and provided us with the Word to ignite it and cause things to change in our life. The Word is the detonator; it causes the power within to explode. That is what we as Christians do when we speak the Word of God over situations in our lives. We cause things to be rearranged and changed by igniting this power within us. We have the power of healing in us, but if we do not speak the Word of healing the power won’t be ignited. Look in Matthew 8:5-13 where Jesus healed the centurions’ servant. He asked Jesus in verse 8 “but speak the word only, and my servant shall be healed.” Jesus spoke words of healing, and the power was ignited to perform it. The Word was the detonator; it was what made something happen. The Word ignites the power, and then things change. You cannot just sit back idly with this power within you and not do what it takes to ignite it and have change in your life. Nothing will happen to you until you do what it takes to ignite this power that each one of us as born-again believers possess. Christians today have become lazy and sit back hoping for something different to happen in their life but won’t exercise the Word and put it to work. Today we will not take the time to learn God’s Word so that we have it available to use and ignite this power within us in our time of need. Psalm 119:11 states “thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against thee.” In a time of temptation, or trial you need to be able to speak the Word of God over that attack and ignite that power within you so that you can resist it. Your affiliation with neither your church, nor your title is able to stand against the fiery darts of the enemy. Baby you need some Word in you so that you can ignite the power of God to fight for you. If you do not get the Word in you, you lack the detonator to ignite the power that you do have in you. Most just think that they can attend a Sunday service, and this will be enough to keep them in a time of trouble. But you are sadly mistaken if you think someone’s else anointing can save you as you sit idly by and do nothing yourself. This is what it means to have a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof. You cannot ignite the dynamite (power) if you don’t have a detonator (Word). Every temptation the devil presented to Jesus in the wilderness He ignited the power with the Word. He ignited that power with the Word and overcame those temptations. That is why the bible says in 1 John 4:4 that “greater is He that is you, than he that is in the world.” We possess the power to change, rearrange and overcome if we just ignite that power within by the Word. 
Weekly we share with you these words of love and can never cease to express to you how vitally important it is that you establish a relationship with God and His Word. Spend time with Him, praying, studying His Word, and meditating on it daily. Make Him the priority in your life. Love Him as He loves you and stand boldly for Him. Learn His ways and allow Him to work in you His good pleasure. Its time out for playing church, and time to get real with God. He equipped you with all that you need to be VICTORIOUS. All you need to do is IGNITE THE POWER.
