In the kingdom of God there is a law of faith (Romans 3:27) which every born again believer must operate by in order to live a life that is pleasing to God. This principle is the basic way in which things operate in the kingdom, because the bible repeats throughout that “the just shall live by faith” (Habakkuk 2:4/Romans 1:17/Galatians 3:11/Hebrews 10:38). It is the prescribed way of life for the believer and not just a movement or seasonal concept. Faith is the lifestyle of the believer who wants to please God and see results in his life. Faiths’ origin is in the Word of God. Romans 10:17 explains that “faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God”. Every believer is given the measure of faith (Romans 12:3) when he heard the gospel message, believed, and received Jesus into his life as Lord and Savior (Romans 10:9, 10). Now that you are a born again believer who has been given the measure of faith that all receive at salvation, you now have the responsibility of developing your faith by attending to God’s Word and growing in the grace and knowledge of Him so that you can learn to not only believe God, but to trust Him. 
Faith is defined as a practical expression of your confidence in God and His Word. It is the confidence that you have in the ability of God to perform what His Word says. You believe Him with the confidence to “call those things which be not as though they were” (Romans 4:17) just as God did. This confession of what you believe without any physical evidence is your practical expression. What you have is the Word, which is the hope that you hold on to, as the evidence of what you cannot see.  If you were planting a garden and went to the seed store and bought a pack of flower seeds, it would have on the package a picture of what these seeds will look like when they grow and bloom. That scripture that you find in the Word is for you the picture of that Word seed that you have planted. It is the evidence of what you expect to receive. Faith then does not just believe His Word, but it is the practical expression of what you believe displayed by your actions to what you believe before it is manifestated. Faith is in the now; it is always present tense and it is spiritual. Faith is a spiritual concept that resides in the unseen realm. When you have a need in your life and have decided to stand on Philippians 4:19 which says “but my God shall supply all your needs”, your faith confession should be God has supplied my need. The scripture is the assurance, the confirmation, that you will receive what you are believing God for, but because faith calls those things which are not seen as if they are real; your confession is in the present tense as already done. Faith is confidence to believe that you will receive what you hope for without the physical evidence to back it up. God is pleased when we accept His Word as truth and you act on it with the confidence that we will have what we believe because we trust in His faithfulness to perform His Word. We can never please God with a Thomas type faith described in John 20:25-29. 

Faith then can be described as an elementary principle, while trust in God and His Word is the advanced level. A lot of people believe God, but few will develop in their faith to trust Him. Trusting God is based on faith. Faith comes by hearing the Word of God, and believing that what He says He will perform. Because one has accepted, and now believes His Word, his confidence in God’s Word increases as he actually experiences Him performing His Word over and over in his life. When your faith has developed to a level of trust you don’t believe based on the condition of situations, nor the outcome, but you are committed to what you believe without ever seeing any results. You must have faith in God to trust Him, but you must be committed to trusting God in order to remain standing on your faith during trying times.  What you will see is people making confessions of faith and standing on them while all is well, but when the trying of that faith comes many will lose their stand because of the pressure that will cause them to fear, then doubt that it will come to pass. But when you have developed your faith to the level of trust, no matter what happens you continue to stand because you are beyond getting your desired results to stand, because you believe God even if He never does anything else for you. Trusting God is a fixed position for the believer. You have decided that you believe God and regardless of what happen you will not change your position. Remember faith is confidence in God and His Word, while trust is a commitment. Faith can fail in times of adversity if it has not been developed to a level of trust, but when you are committed to God it does not matter what comes you will not be moved. You are like that mountain in Psalm 125:1; you cannot be moved. Psalm 112:7 tells us that a man who has made the commitment to trust God “he shall not be afraid of evil tidings; his heart is fixed, trusting in the Lord”. A commitment to trust God is an obligation; through this commitment you have said that no matter what happens you will stand on God’s Word. Faith does breed confidence and at times does waver, but trust breeds commitment and you have made it your obligation to stand boldly on His Word no matter what you are faced with. Look at the three Hebrew boys in Daniel 3 who had faced many adversities being captured and now living in exile in a foreign land. Through what they had experienced their faith had developed to a level of trust that even when they were faced with being thrown into a fiery furnace they stated that “if it be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the fiery furnace, and He will deliver us out of thine hand, O king. But if not, be it known unto thee, O king, that we will not serve thy gods, nor worship the golden image which thou hast set up” Daniel 3:17, 18).  When you have developed your faith to this level of trust, you have made the commitment to trust God and will remain the same in every situation and circumstance you face. Adversity and trouble will not move you off the Word. Many have become weary in well-doing, offended when things don’t happen like they hoped, or become fearful and doubting when pressured, but the person who has made the commitment to trust God stands regardless of what happens. 
Trust begins with faith, and will be developed as we grow in the knowledge of God and His Word until our confidence in what we have learned of Him along with our life experiences grows to a level where we seek refuge in God and have the confidence in Him that says regardless of what happens I shall not be moved. You must have the faith that will trust God.
