There is a law of faith (Romans 3:27) that exist for the kingdom which every born again believer must operate in to live a life that is pleasing to God. It is a spiritual law that operates and functions in the kingdom of God according to the principles that God has established as the way of life for the believer. Many have tried to define faith as a movement, or to say that it is only for a season. But the bible is clear in describing faith as the way of life for the believer; it is a lifestyle that reaps results in the kingdom of God. The bible repeats in several places that the just, those declared righteous shall live by faith (Habakkuk 2:4/Romans 1:17/Galatians 3:11/Hebrews 10:38). Romans 10:17 gives us the origin: “Faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.” One day you heard the good news about the saving grace of Jesus Christ which God caused to touch your heart. You believed that message and God gave you the measure of faith (Romans 12:3) that allowed you to receive what you believed, and you made a confession with your mouth that you accepted Jesus as Lord and Savior of your life (Romans 10:9, 10), thus you received the new birth and the Holy Spirit moved into your once dead spirit and it became alive to the things of God that day. Now that you are saved and have the measure of faith God gives to all men upon salvation, you now have the ability to grow in the grace and knowledge of God to develop your faith to a level that is pleasing to Him. Note: All saved people are given the measure of faith, but not all will work to develop that faith so that they are operating in it and living in a manner that pleases God. Faith comes by hearing the Word of God. So it is the individuals’ responsibility to attend to God’s Word daily so that you will grow in faith to a level that grants you access to the fullness of the blessing because of your walk of faith. 

Faith has been defined as a practical expression of your confidence in God and His Word. It is not just the believing of His Word, but is the practical application of what you believe displayed by your actions. Not only do you believe it, but you have confidence in it to the point that your actions speak of what you believe. Although we all are given the measure of faith, not all have confidence in what they confess they believe. Confidence is developed by spending time with God and His Word so that it has now becomes more real to you than your present situation or circumstance. Faith comes by hearing the Word, and continuously hearing the Word builds your confidence to believe and receive it as if it is already done. When you have a need in your life and have decided to stand on Philippians 4:19 which says “but my God shall supply all your needs”, to be in faith your confession is God has supplied my needs. Faith is the confidence that you have what you believe so that you call those things which be not as though they already exist (Romans 4:17). Your confession that it is already done is the correct corresponding action which shows that you have confidence that although it is not seen, the manifestation of it is real to you because the scripture is that hope that faith will fill. Whenever you buy a package of seeds to plant a crop, the picture on the package is what you hope to receive from planting that seed. So it is with faith; whatever you find in the Word is your hope, that picture, and your confidence in God and His abilities to perform what you are hoping for is the faith that will be expressed by your actions to what you believe. You confess that you have this harvest, and make the necessary preparations to receive it. You don’t sit around complaining about your circumstance, but by faith you confess that it is already done. This is what pleases God. Without confidence in God and His Word, you will not trust Him for what you need in life. Faith is a spiritual concept that resides in the unseen realm. With faith you have the confidence to act on things which you believe that cannot be seen or perceived by your natural senses. Real bible faith that pleases God is having the confidence to believe what God Word says without any physical evidence to back up what you believe. When God told Abraham that he would be a father of many nations through his own seed that would be produced through he and Sarah when they were both well past child-bearing age, Abraham believed God even though there was no physical evidence to support what he was promised (Genesis 15 & 17) . His faith pleased God, and the scripture said in Genesis 15:6 that Abraham believed God and because of it he was counted righteous based on what he believed and not what he could see. God is pleased when we accept His Word as truth, and act on it with the confidence that show we trust in His abilities to perform what He said He would do. We can never please God with a Thomas type faith shown in John 20:25. Jesus told him in John 20:29, “Thomas, because thou hast seen Me, thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed.” Faith in God and His Word is a confidence that has been developed to a level of trust that causes you to act in accordance with what you believe without any physical evidence. Many people today are paralyzed in their faith because they have not developed to a level of trust that gives them the confidence to believe what they can’t see and act on it. In order to receive it you must believe it before you see it. This is what pleases God. This tells God that you trust Him and that you will rely on His provision even though you can’t see it physically; you know it exist because His Word says so. His Word says in Isaiah 53:5 that by the stripes of Jesus we are healed. Since His Word says we are already healed, then my confession by faith is I am healed even in the face of a negative doctor’s report, or the fact that I may be experiencing some physical pain. It is my faith that pleases God because it shows Him that I trust Him and believe what His Word says about my situation regardless of what I may see.  In Luke 7 the centurion who sent to Jesus for the healing of his servant didn’t consider himself worthy for Jesus to come into his house, but sent word to Jesus to “but say a word, and my servant shall be healed” (Luke 7:7).  He had the confidence to believe that a Word from Jesus would heal his servant and it did. Jesus called this in Luke 7:9 “great faith.”  The bible says that without faith it is impossible to please God. Hebrews 11:5 says that because of Enoch’s faith that he did not see death because he pleased God. Noah believed God about things spoken to him but not yet seen; he acted in faith and became an heir of the righteousness which is by faith (Hebrews 11:7). You will always please God when you have decided that you will “continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which you have heard” (Colossians 1:23). 

We must believe that God is, and that He is what He is, what He has revealed Himself to be in the scripture: a Being of infinite perfections, Who “declares the end from the beginning” (Isaiah 46:10) and is pleased when we operate in this same manner: calling those things which be not as though they already exist (Romans 4:17). This is faith that pleases God.
